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ACADEMIC REGALIA

Academic gowns distinguish between the university's senior office holders and our graduates. Federation University's
Chancellor wears a blue robe that is timmed with gold and features a gold embroidered frog at the shoulder and gold
oak-leaf braid below the arm hole. The Deputy Chancellor and the Vice-Chancellor also wear blue robes, with gold
trims and different designs incorporating the gold oak-leaf braid, cord or tassels. The members of the university’s
Council wear black robes with a stole of gold. Our graduates wear black robes, with either a black trencher cap or
bonnet (for professorial doctorate) with stoles, lining or trims in the colour of their discipline.

Composer’s Note

Flight is a fanfare for orchestra composed by Associate Professor Rick Chew, Director of the Arts Academy at Federation
University Australia. Rick has an international profile as a composer and his music has been widely performed and
broadcast in the UK, Europe, USA and Australia. Commissions include works for the Adelaide Festival, Vienna Festival,
Salisbury Cathedral (750th Anniversary commission) English National Opera and Welsh National Opera.

Flight is an uplifting work; a celebration of a moment in time, between the achievement of graduation and the
possibilities that lie before you. The piece also speaks to a sense of place and belonging, inspired by the flight of Bunijil,
the Wedge-Tailed Eagle; creator spirit of the peoples of the Kulin Nation.

ESQUIRE BEDELL

The Esquire Bedell is a ceremonial officer of the university who presides over the ceremonies for the conferment of
degrees. The word is closely related to the archaic Bedel and modern English Beadle and means the one who invites,
or calls.

FLAGS

The flags displayed are the Australian flag, with the flags of the Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander peoples placed on
either side. Flying the Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander flags is a symbol of respect and demonstrates the university's
recognition of First Nation peoples.

THE UNIVERSITY MACE

The Mace Bearer traditionally precedes the Chancellor on all formal occasions. A symbol of authority, the mace is
traced to an ancient weapon of war. William the Conqueror is seen flourishing a wooden mace in the eleventh-century
Bayeux Tapestry. The military use of the mace gradually gave way to its ceremonial function as a symbol of high office.

The original Federation University mace design features a mining poppet head, in reference to the Victorian Gold Rush.
The top of the shaftis a surveying device, symbolising precision and accuracy. The handle represents the trunk of the
Tree of Knowledge at Mt Helen campus, and incorporates a bark canoe scar, in recognition of the continuity of
Aboriginal culture.

In 2022 the University commissioned Ernst Pfenninger, Swiss/Australian Designer, Goldsmith & Silversmith to design
and craft a second university Mace. The mace is entirely handmade in solid sterling silver and the concept of the
design is based on the core value of university education. The twelve wires signify time of humanity; students from all
walks of life passionate about creative learning, developing ideas, education and growth. The mace contains hand
engraved artwork by Tanisha Lovett a proud Wotjobaluk and Gunditjmara artist. Tanisha's artwork represents the
Barengi Gadjin (Wimmera river) and the five Wotjobaluk nations: Wotjobaluk, Jaadwa, Jardwadjali, Wergaia and
Jupagalk peoples’
